The cinema has 

six screens showing all the latest releases 

and sells a wide range of refreshments.

Woking Leisure Centre and the Pool in 

the Park are just a short walk from the 

town centre. Sports and activities 
available include swimming, mini golf 
and tennis. Just across the road is 
Kingfield Stadium, home of Woking 
Football Club.
